A Brief History 
The West Rouge Canoe Club (WRCC) is a not-for-profit amateur sports club that was founded in 1958, and specializes in recreational activities, children’s sports camps, and competitive training.  The Club originated as a sprint racing facility, training in flat-water sprint canoe, kayak and war canoe, and we recently expanded to include the world’s fastest growing water sport – dragon boat!  

Our community outreach programs offer local Scarborough and Durham residents the opportunity to learn fundamental paddling skills in a fun and safe environment.  In addition, our competitive paddlers train for local, provincial, and national events and will travel to several regattas competing for the chance to represent WRCC and our Sponsors.  These events draw hundreds of teams and thousands of spectators to the water’s edge!
Sponsorship Exposure
Your sponsorship will help to provided local Scarborough and Durham youth the opportunity to participant in our Jr. Dragon Boat Challenge Program.  The Canoe Club’s 7th annual competition enables young people, aged 8 to 15 to paddle in our dragon boats against other community teams.  A dragon boat consists of a 41 foot, open racing canoe, propelled by 20 paddlers.  The program fosters teamwork, individual confidence, and social development.  Instructed by national ranked athletes and coaches, as well as volunteer coaches from local high schools, the participants will gain an understanding of the fundamental movements of our sport and water safety requirements.  

Participants will enjoy 4 on-water practices in preparation for the Jr. Dragon Boat Challenge on June 14th, 2009.  All participants receive an event t-shirt and B.B.Q. lunch at the regatta.  Furthermore, 4 participants from each team will be awarded a scholarship for a free week at our summer camp.

Participants are also invited to bring their family members down to watch the races and take part in our Family Day activities, including use of our kayaks and canoes.

In 2008, we had 180 participants from three local elementary schools.  The program was such a success that we are expanding to program with the goal of 300 participants for 2009.  “I can’t imagine a more perfect day!
